If a child displays symptoms of Coronavirus at school: 

 

 

If there is a positive case in school: 

 

1

•The child will be collected by an Assistant Head and taken to the First 
Aid/Isolation room in their building, ensuring that they do not come into close 
contact with anyone else. 

2

•Once in the First Aid room, the child will sit with the Assistant Head, ensuring 
that they are calm and reassured. The adult will wear PPE in order to protect 
themselves and so that they can be close. The PPE is just outside the room. 

3

•The Assistant Head will inform the Head of School and the office. The child will 
have their temperature taken, and their symptoms will be monitored for a short 
time. 

4

•If symptoms continue, school will get in touch, asking parents to collect 
immediately. They will be directed to their nearest testing centre and will ask 
update us as soon as they have the test results. The household must self-isolate.

•After the child has been collected, the First Aid room will be cleaned 
thoroughly, and the member of staff will dispose of their PPE into a bin bag that 
is tied securely and placed in the appropriate bin. 

Most people with Coronavirus have at least one of the following symptoms (Source: NHS UK): 

 a high temperature – feeling hot to touch on your chest or back (you do not need to measure your temperature) 

 a new, continuous cough – coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24 hours (if you 
usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual) 

 a loss or change to your sense of smell or taste – noticing you cannot smell or taste anything, or things smell or taste 
different to normal 

 

The Head of School will notify the Executive Headteacher and the West Yorkshire Health 

Protection team. The Health Protection team will explain the next steps, which may include 

closing a class or a year group. We will then contact parents within the affected areas.
